3. Find a personal teacher — see the Sources of personal instruction on the front
of this Information Sheet.

5. Begin your lessons. We prefer that you begin the lessons before the start of a
term so you have an introduction to the instrument before NACHO meetings start
up. Personal instructors are an important resource and provide support for your
musical experience in NACHO. Our Music Director teaches us how to play
together as an orchestra. Mastery of your particular instrument is up to you.

6. After submitting the Questionnaire, complete the online NACHO Membership
Application (https://nachomusicsociety.ca/nacho-membership-application/) on our
website and remit the dues by eTransfer before our first session for your chosen
Term to register.
